Immanuel: 

The word Immanuel simply means God with us. The word is used in the Old Testament book Isaiah as a prophecy of the coming Saviour and in the New Testament in the book of Matthew. Here is Smith’s definition of the word Immanuel. God with us, the title applied by the apostle Matthew to the Messiah, born of the Virgin, (Matthew 1:23; Isaiah 7:14) because Jesus was God united with man, and showed that God was dwelling with men.
